The following economic activities dominate 
in the sales structure: manufacturing of food, beverages and tobacco products, mechanical engineering, 
generation and distribution of power, gas and water, which share in the total volume of products sold 
amounts to 67.9%.

There is a bus terminal and a number of bus stations. Intercity bus stations No. 1, No. 2 and No. 4 
perform intercity and interregional passenger transportations; at the same time bus stations No. 1 and No.

MUSEUMS
Excursion tours by different museums show you round the cultural history of Kharkiv region, local 
traditions of old times and present-day achievements. The oldest naturalistic and scientific museum of 
Europe is the Museum of Nature of V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University (1808), which main fund 
consists of about 500 thousand units. Since 1807 there is the Museum of Archaeology and Ethnography of 
Sloboda Ukraine under this higher education institution (modern name since 1998).
Expositions of Kharkiv Historical Museum (founded in 1920) inform about  primeval times and 
archaeology, ethnography of Sloboda Ukraine and present-day developments.
The following museums can familiarize you with unique memorials of old times and interesting exhibits: 
local history museums of Barvinkove, Balakliia, Valky, Zmiiv, Dvorichna, Zolochiv, Pervomaisk, Lozivka; 
Kharkiv Museum of Art (founded in 1886), which is one of the largest in Ukraine, its funds comprise 10 
thousand exhibits, including expositions of Ukrainian, Russian and  foreign art; Kharkiv Literature Museum 
is the centre of national culture of the Eastern Ukraine since 1988; K. Shulzhenko, Gryzodubov's Family 
Memorial Museums; Kharkiv Private Museum of Town Estate; Museum of Sexual Cultures of the world; Spiritual 
and Historical Museum of Kharkiv Eparchy; Water Museum. There are two national museums in the oblast: 
National Literary-Memorial Museum of H.S. Skovoroda and National Memorial Complex Height of Marshal 
I.S. Konev.

NATURAL RESERVES
Natural reserve fund of Kharkiv oblast has unique valuable natural territorial complexes. It is a constituent 
part of the national network of natural reserve fund of Ukraine and comprises 220 territories and units 
with total area of 53 thousand hectares, which amounts to about 2% from the total area of the region. 
The units of natural reserve fund of Kharkiv oblast comprise: national natural park Gomolsha forests, 
regional landscape parks Velykyi Burluk Step, Pechenihy Field and Izium Meadow; the preserves of state 
(Burluk, Katerynivka general zoological, Vovchansk botanic) and local significance, reserve tracts, natural 
memorials (including Kremianets Mountain, T.H. Shevchenko Garden), memorial parks of landscape
